. To recognize various aspects of the land issue in Sri Lanka.

- To gather the people to consider these issues as their own problem, as well as the problem of
all thosc affccted, in order to build up and crcatc a community program.

. To identify the various assisting groups who are able to help with the initiated community
programs.
